The recommended minimum rider age is 5 and older. Any rider unable
to fit comfortably on the electric product should not attempt to ride it.

The MX125/SX125 features a speed control switch that allows parents to discreetly reduce (or raise) the MX125/SX125's top speed. This limiter is intended
for parents of younger children and those needing extra practice time to learn how the MX125/SX125 moves. It is recommended that all riders use the LOW
setting while learning how to operate the MX125/SX125. Once the rider is comfortable with using the MX125/SX125 in the LOW setting, and has acquired the
necessary skills to safely ride the MX125/SX125, the parent has the option to change the setting to the HIGH setting.

The switch is inside the MX125/SX125's speed control switch cover, such that riders cannot access it without using a Phillips screwdriver. There are two
settings:

e When the switch is in the HIGH position (A), the MX125/SX125 has a top speed of 8 mph (13 km/h). This is the default setting and recommended for riders
age 7 and older.

e When the switch is in the LOW position (B), the MX125/SX125's top speed is limited to 5 mph (8 km/h) and the recommended minimum rider age is
5years old.

A Testing the Brake
