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Remove two 4mm hex screws on the left side of
the battery cover and 1 phillip screw located in the
middle left side of the battery cover and remove
the cover away from the unit carefully disconnect
the wires connected to the power switch and
charger port.

Disconnect the black wire from the charger port
that connects to the power switch.

Using a flat screw driver remove the silicone at the
Power switch and push the switch out of the cover.

After installing the new power switch on the
battery cover it is very important that you connect
the wires in following sequence, the black

wire coming from the charger port can only be
connected on the Gold colored prong and the red
wires from the controller can be connected in any
sequence on the silver prongs of the power switch.
